PUT RECYCLING CURBSIDE BY 6AM
IF YOU HAVE A PAPER CART

PUT ALL PAPER & BOXES IN BLUE CART.
FLATTEN BOXES SO EVERYTHING FITS.

SET CART OUT WITH METAL BAR FACING THE STREET.

Keep at least 3 feet of clearance around your cart. 
Place cart within 1 foot of curb. Never set under 

basketball nets; avoid mailboxes, hydrants, trees, 
utility poles, cars, recycling and trash containers.

If you do not have a paper cart:

BROWN BAG IT
BUNDLE IT • BOX IT
in a cardboard box or laundry basket
